BACKGROUND: 
In 2018, the City of Leander initiated a plan to extend San Gabriel Parkway from County Road 270 eastward to 
Ronald W. Reagan Boulevard in three separate phases. A portion of the extension is located between the Palmera 
Ridge and Palmera Bluff subdivisions. This section, which parallels the northern perimeter of Palmera Ridge and 
the southern perimeter of Palmera Bluff, was completed in 2020 by the developers pursuant to a development 
agreement and was the first phase. This partial section does not currently provide access to the east or to the west. 
Phase 2 will provide a connection to Ronald Reagan Parkway and Phase 3 will provide a connection to Highway 
183A.  
 
Phase 2 is a section that extends from eastern stub of the Phase 1 section to a new intersection at Ronald Reagan 
Boulevard. This section includes the installation of a new traffic signal at Ronald Reagan Boulevard. Engineering 
for this section was completed in 2022. 
 
Bonds were sold by the City that included funds for Phase 2 construction in May 2024. Subsequently, Solicitation 
CIPS24-012 was issued by the City in August 2024 for construction services and the City Council approved a 
contract agreement with Patin Construction, LLC (Patin) on January 16, 2025. 
 
Patin received a notice to proceed with construction and mobilized to the site on August 11, 2025. During 
excavation, Patin encountered significant groundwater.

AGENDA SUBJECT: 
Discuss and consider action on a Partial Release under Development Agreements of the Northline Retail property 
from the Northline Planned Unit Development (PUD) Development and Reimbursement Agreement Case DA-
26-0038; generally located to the southwest of the intersection of E. San Gabriel Parkway and 183A Toll Road, 
Leander, Williamson County, Texas. 
   
BACKGROUND: 
The Northline Development is a mixed-use community that includes multi-family, office, and commercial uses 
located in the TOD (Transit Oriented Development). It was determined that this development would result in 
significant benefits to the City from an economic development perspective and would help facilitate development 
within the TOD. The Development Agreement for the Northline PUD between the City and Northline Leander 
Development Company (the “Developer”) and the Northline PUD Development and Reimbursement Agreement 
(and amendments) among the City, the TIRZ, the Leander Development Authority and the Developer created a 
funding mechanism for the installation of streets, utilities, drainage, and other public infrastructure improvements 
as well as the improvement of public parks and civic spaces within the Northline PUD by the Developer.  
  
These Agreements address the Developer’s obligations related to the installation of public infrastructure (streets, 
utilities, drainage, etc.). The Agreements further provide for the Developer to be reimbursed for eligible public 
improvement costs through ad valorem taxes generated within the project area, impact fee rebates, and permit fee 
rebates. 
  
The Developer had an opportunity to partner with Endeavor to facilitate more conventional retail along the 183A 
Toll Road. This property was removed from the Northline PUD with the creation of the Northline Retail PUD. A 
portion of the Northline land has also been sold to ATX Northline, Ltd. and moved into the Northline Retail 
PUD.  
  
In connection with its acquisition of property within the Northline PUD, Endeavor sought assurance that it is not 
subject to the Developer’s obligations under the Agreements. Similarly, the Developer seeks assurance that the 
rebates and reimbursements under the Agreements are paid to the Developer, who installed the improvements, 
and not to entities that purchase property within the Northline PUD. 
  
 Towards that end, the Partial Release under Development Agreement:  

1. Confirms the Developer’s rights and obligations are personal to the Developer and do not transfer 
automatically when land within Northline is sold. 

2. Officially releases any sold portions of the land (and their new owners) from obligations under the 
Development Agreements unless the Developer specifically assigns those obligations in writing. 

3. Clarifies that even if land is sold, including the new Northline Retail PUD, it still counts toward the tax 
base used to reimburse the Developer under the Development Agreements.

WHEREAS, the City and Owner, as successor in interest to Area Leander 1 LP, a Texas 
limited partnership, are parties to that certain Development Agreement for the Northline PUD 
recorded in the Official Records on June 12, 2018, as Document No. 2018050888, and as re-recorded 
in the Official Records as Document No. 2018070935, and as further affected by the assignments 
recorded in the Official Records at Document Nos. 2019069935, 2019069936, 2022074891,

supplemented, or otherwise modified from time to time, collectively, the “Development Agreement 
for the Northline PUD”); 

WHEREAS, the City, the Authority, the Zone, and Owner, as successor in interest to 
Northline Leander Development Company, LLC, a Texas limited liability company, are parties to 
that certain The Northline PUD Development and Reimbursement Agreement, dated as of August 28, 
2018, as amended by the Amendment of the Northline PUD Development and Reimbursement

PUD, collectively, the “Development Agreements”); 

WHEREAS, subject to certain terms and conditions set forth therein, the Development 
Agreements provide for the reimbursement of Owner for certain costs incurred by Owner to install 
public street, utility, drainage, and other infrastructure improvements within the approximately 115 
acres of land described in the Development Agreements to be developed as a mixed use development 
known as “Northline” and zoned as the “Northline Planned Unit Development” by Ordinance No. 18-
042-00 of the City (the “Northline PUD Property”); 

WHEREAS, a portion of the Northline PUD Property more particularly described on Exhibit 
A attached thereto has been conveyed to ATX Northline, Ltd., a Texas limited partnership (“ATX”) 
and has been withdrawn from the Northline development and the Northline PUD and pursuant to 
Ordinances No. 24-098-00 and 24-111-000 of the City, the City has created the “Northline Retail 
(Planned Unit Development)” (the “Northline Retail PUD Property”); and 

WHEREAS, the parties desire to (i) confirm that the covenants, duties, obligations, liabilities, 
and rights of the Owner under the Development Agreements are personal to the Owner, do not run 
with the land, and that a conveyance of any portion of the Northline PUD Property by itself does not 
assign or transfer any of such covenants, duties, obligations, liabilities, or rights to the owner of such 
portion of the Northline PUD Property; (ii) release any portion of the Northline PUD Property that is 
conveyed to a third party by Owner without an express assignment of rights, title, or interest under 
the Development Agreements, and the owners of such portions of the Northline PUD Property from 
any of the covenants, duties, obligations, and liabilities under the Development Agreements and 
provide clear evidence of such release for title purposes; and (iii) confirm that any portion of the 
Northline PUD Property conveyed to a third party by Owner, including but not limited to the 
Northline Retail PUD Property, is still, and will remain, part of the “Property” as defined in the 
Development Agreement for purposes of determining the amount of the ad valorem taxes to be paid 
to Owner to reimburse Owner for the eligible costs of the public improvements under the terms of the 
Development Agreements.    

AGREEMENT 
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NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree: 

1. Confirmation of Personal Rights. It is confirmed, acknowledged, and agreed that the 
covenants, duties, obligations, liabilities, and rights of the Owner under the Development Agreements 
are personal to the Owner and are not restrictive covenants that run with the land and do not affect 
title to the real property, and that a conveyance of any portion of the Northline PUD Property by itself 
does not assign or transfer any of such covenants, duties, obligations, liabilities, or rights to the owner 
of such portion of the Northline PUD Property.  It is further confirmed and agreed that the rights, 
duties, and obligations of Owner under Development Agreements may only be assigned by an express 
assignment executed by Owner in accordance with the terms of the applicable Development 
Agreement. 

2. Release of Property from the Development Agreements.  For avoidance of any 
doubt, any portion of the Northline PUD Property that has been conveyed, and that that may be 
conveyed in the future, including without limitation, the Northline Retail PUD Property, to a third 
party by Owner without an express written assignment of rights, title, or interest under the 
Development Agreements, and the owners of such portions of the Northline PUD Property and their 
successors and assigns, are released from, and shall have no liability under, the covenants, duties, 
obligations, and liabilities under the Development Agreements. 

3. No Amendment or Modification of the Development Agreements.  It is expressly 
understood and agreed that the Development Agreements remain in full force and effect, and the 
terms thereof are in no way modified or amended by the provisions of this Partial Release, including, 
without limitation, any benefit or credit inuring to Owner with respect to the development of the 
Northline PUD Property.  It is expressly confirmed, acknowledged, and agreed that any portion of the 
Northline PUD Property that has been conveyed, or that will in future be conveyed, to a third party 
by Owner, including but limited to, the Northline Retail PUD Property, is still, and will remain, part 
of the “Property” as defined in the Development Agreement for purposes of determining the amount 
of the increment ad valorem tax receipts, the amount of the ad valorem taxes to be deposited in the 
Northline PUD Project Payment Account, and the amounts to be paid to Owner to reimburse Owner 
for the eligible costs of the Northline PUD Projects and other public improvements in accordance 
with the terms of the Development Agreements. 

4. Third Party Reliance.  All title companies, title underwriters, and third parties may 
rely on this Partial Release as conclusive evidence that the Development Agreements are not 
encumbrances on the title to the Northline Retail PUD Property or any other portion of the Northline 
PUD Property. 

5. Recording.  This Partial Release shall be recorded in the Official Records.

AGENDA SUBJECT: 
Discuss and consider action on Tree Removal Case TRP-25-0048 regarding the removal of two (2) Heritage 
Trees associated with the Tylerville South Lots 2A and 2B Minor Site Development (SD-25-0377), generally 
located to the southeast of the intersection of San Gabriel Parkway and W. Broade Steet, Leander, Williamson 
County, Texas. 
   
BACKGROUND: 
This request is the final step in the tree removal permit process. The applicant has submitted a request to remove 
two (2) Significant Trees (>18 caliper inches) and two (2) Heritage Trees associated with the site development 
plans. Per the applicant, the tree removals are necessary to provide adequate drainage and floodplain management 
for the future development of the commercial lots. There are no proposed buildings with the site development 
permit and that permit is for filling in the floodplain and installing private drainage culverts. There are no 
anticipated adverse impacts to the regulatory floodplain or floodway. Impacts are evaluated as part of the 
floodplain development permit (FDP-25-0029). 
 
TREE PRESERVATION ORDINANCE:  
Per Subdivision Ordinance, Article II, Section 22 (3)(iii)(d)(2), removal of Significant Trees greater than eighteen 
(18) caliper inches requires the approval of the Planning & Zoning Commission.  Action was taken by the 
Planning & Zoning Commission on April 9, 2026, regarding Significant Trees. No additional action is required 
by the City Council for Significant Tree removal. 
 
Heritage Trees may be removed only with the approval of a Tree Removal Permit and after the required 
mitigation has been approved. In addition, the Planning & Zoning Commission shall review all applications for 
Heritage Tree removal permits and make a recommendation for approval or denial to the City Council, which 
shall have final authority to issue the heritage tree removal permit. 
 
The Subdivision Ordinance includes the following tree mitigation requirements: 

• Up to 50% percent of the caliper inches of Significant Trees between eight (8) and 26 caliper inches may 
be removed without mitigation for single-family and two-family subdivisions. 

• Mitigation shall be required at a 1:1 caliper inch basis for Significant Trees between eight (8) and 18 
caliper inches. 

• Mitigation shall be required at a 2:1 caliper inch basis for Significant Trees greater than 18 caliper inches 
and less than 26 caliper inches. 

• Mitigation shall be required at a 3:1 caliper inch basis for Heritage Trees and a mitigation fee in the 
amount of $300.00 per caliper inch removed. 

• Mitigation may be achieved through credit of existing trees on site, replacement trees planted on-site, or 
payment in-lieu of replacement trees. If payment in-lieu of replacement trees is approved by the Planning 
Director, the fee shall be equal to $150.00 per caliper inch of replacement tree. 
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HERITAGE TREE REMOVAL – CITY COUNCIL CONSIDERATION: 
There are six (6) Heritage Trees and the applicant is proposing to remove two (2) trees. Heritage Tree 5107 is a 
34-caliper inch Pecan tree in fair condition. This tree is located along the southern boundary of Lot 2B and is 
proposed for removal to mitigate impacts to the flood elevation. Heritage Tree 7781 is a 33-caliper inch Pecan 
tree in good condition. This tree is located in the southeast corner of Lot 2A and is impacted by the proposed 
storm pipes. Per the arborist report, both trees have preservation potential should they align with the development 
of the property. 
 
As part of this request, the following mitigation will be required for the Heritage Tree removal request: 

• Heritage Tree removal fee in the amount of $20,100 based off the removal of 67 caliper inches at a rate of 
$300.00 per inch. 

• Replacement Trees required at a 3:1 ratio for a total of 201 inches. The applicant is proposing to pay a fee 
in lieu in the amount of $30,150. 

 
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION: 
Current Zoning: Tylerville PUD (Planned Unit Development) with a base zoning district of GC-2-A (General 
Commercial) 
Size and Location: This property is generally located to the southeast of the intersection of San Gabriel Parkway 
and W Broade Steet, including approximately 8.94 acres. 
 
Surrounding Area: The Oak Creek subdivision is to the south and west of the property. The Enclave at Maya 
Vista and undeveloped property is to the north. A gas station is under construction to the east which is also part of 
the Tylerville PUD.  
 
Physical and Natural Features: This property contains moderate tree coverage. Brushy Creek is located to the 
south, and the property does contain floodplain.

AGENDA SUBJECT: 
Discuss and consider action on an Amended and Restated Memorandum of Understanding between the City of 
Leander and Hill Country Hyzers Disc Golf Club updating the roles and responsibilities, and adding an additional 
disc golf site at Devine Lake Park, Leander, Texas; and authorize the City Manager to execute any and all 
necessary documents. 
   
BACKGROUND: 
At the December 10, 2025, City Council meeting, staff received direction to prepare updates to the existing 
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the Hill Country Hyzers Disc Golf Club (HCH). The original 2022 
MOU, along with the current 2024 MOU, are attached for reference.  
 
Updates include expanding the scope of the agreement to include the installation of a new disc golf course at 
Devine Lake Park and updating roles and responsibilities for both parties. This amended and restated MOU 
outlines expectations related to funding participation, data reporting, cost-sharing discussions with HCH, and 
long-term planning for additional disc golf amenities, including exploration of a future third course per City 
Council direction. The MOU shall have a term of five years, with an option to renew for an additional five years 
upon mutual agreement of both parties. If approved, this MOU will amend and replace the 2024 MOU.  
 
More specifically, the City and HCH will continue to operate under a partnership through this amended and 
restated MOU, which outlines shared responsibilities for the maintenance and operations of the Benbrook Ranch 
Disc Golf Course. That course remains a valued community asset, supported by a 2022 redesign completed in 
collaboration with HCH, Mint Discs, and Oise Disc Golf Design. The City will continue to provide course 
maintenance while HCH will continue to program activities and monitor course conditions. 
 
Also, this amended and  restated MOU will help to ensure continued access to disc golf amenities during the 
construction of the North Brushy Creek Interceptor Project, which will temporarily disrupt the Benbrook Ranch 
course, by establishing a proposed new beginner-friendly disc golf course at Devine Lake Park. This location will 
serve as a permanent secondary course within the park system and provide an accessible option for new players 
and families.   
 
The Devine Lake Park proposed design document is attached. The estimated cost of the Devine Lake course is 
approximately $20,000.00, and HCH has expressed interest in participating in cost-sharing, consistent with past 
cooperative projects.

11/08/2022 - Executed MOU with HCH for improvements to the Benbrook Ranch Disc Golf Course.  
01/18/2024 - Council approved MOU with HCH for operations and use of the Benbrook Ranch Disc Golf Course.

for Course improvements. Funds will be transferred to the City in the form of an annual

check payment. Discussion of the use of funds will be a joint discussion between the City
and Hyzers.

5. The City agrees to maintain Course facilities at mutually agreed standards during Hyzers
planned activities, as well as monitor course conditions and address concerns in a timely
manner, so as to facilitate an optimal play environment.

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6. The City agrees to allow Hyzers to promote the Course in marketing and advertising of

Hyzers planned activities. However, Hyzers must seek pre -approval from the City to display
temporary signage on Course grounds, and sign uses and contents must not conflict with

other City rules and regulations.

7. Terms of this MOU are governed by the laws of the state of Texas and Benbrook Ranch Park

and Disc Golf Course is located in Williamson County, Texas. This is the entire agreement
and there is no other agreement.

8. This MOU is for the term of five (5) years from the date signed by the parties, unless

terminated earlier. The MOU may be renewed for an additional five ( 5) years upon

agreement of the parties.

This Amended and Restated Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is made and entered into by 
and between the Hill Country Hyzers Disc Golf Club, a nonprofit community-based group exempt 
under section 501(c)(3) of the federal tax code (hereinafter referred to as “Hyzers”), and City of 
Leander, a municipal corporation located in Leander, Texas, (hereinafter referred to as “City”). 
 
WHEREAS: 
 

1. The City, by and through its City Council, has deemed it in the best interest and good will 
for the citizens of Leander to maintain and improve the City-owned Benbrook Ranch Park 
and Disc Golf Course and Devine Lake Park Disc Golf Course (collectively, the “Courses”); 
and 
 

2. The parties intend to explore opportunities for a potential third disc golf course as part of 
future park planning, including locations such as San Gabriel Park or other suitable sites; 
and 
 

3. The Hyzers desire to promote disc golf as a viable recreational and competitive sport in the 
Central Texas area; and 

 
4. The City has need for assistance in funding, coordinating, and implementing Course 

improvements; and 
 

5. The Hyzers desire to assist the City with Course improvements while allowing the City to 
retain responsibility and final authority on improvement activities. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits to each party hereto, the parties 
agree as follows: 
 

1. The Hyzers agree to submit a calendar of planned activities, including leagues and 
tournaments, to the City at the beginning of each calendar year. If City planned activities 
conflict with Hyzers planned activities, City activities will take priority. 
 

2. The Hyzers agree to abide by City permit, license, and insurance requirements for activities 
hosted at the Courses, as applicable, and will not delegate event host responsibilities to a 
third party. 

 
3. The Hyzers agree to inform participants associated with activities hosted at the Courses of

promptly report any safety concerns, hazards, or maintenance issues to the City. 
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4. The Hyzers agree to collect funds associated with activities hosted at the Courses 

(“Remittable Funds”) and to remit such funds to the City on an annual basis. For purposes of 
this MOU, 

 
a. “Remittable Funds” means fees collected in connection with the use or reservation of 

the Courses for events, tournaments, leagues, clinics, or similar organized activities 
including entry fees, participation fees, or any other amounts charged as a condition 
of participation in or access to such activities. The Hyzers shall maintain Remittable 
Funds in a manner that allows them to be separately identified and tracked from 
other funds of the organization. 
 

b. Unless otherwise agreed in writing by the City, all Remittable Funds collected during 
each calendar year shall be transferred to the City in a form acceptable to the City no 
later than January 15 of the following calendar year, together with any reports 
required under Sections 7 and 8 of this MOU. Remittable Funds are deemed funds 
held for the benefit of the City and shall not be used except as expressly permitted 
under this MOU except for Course related projects or improvements (as defined in 
Section 5) that have been approved in advance by the City. 

 
c. Notwithstanding anything in this MOU to the contrary, the Hyzers acknowledge that 

any funds collected in connection with activities hosted at the Courses during 
calendar year 2025 that were required to be remitted to the City but have not yet 
been paid remain due and owing. The Hyzers shall remit all such unpaid 2025 funds 
to the City within ten (10) business days after execution of the MOU by both parties, 
together with a written accounting showing the amount collected, the source of the 
funds, and any deductions or expenditures claimed by the Hyzers related to such 
funds. The City reserves the right to review and verify all financial records related to 
such funds upon reasonable request. Failure to timely remit such unpaid 2025 funds 
shall constitute a material breach of this MOU. 

 
5. The City agrees that all funds collected in accordance with Section 4 of this MOU will be 

used for Course related projects or improvements. The City will collaborate with the Hyzers 
on planning, design concepts, and cost‑sharing related to projects or improvements across all 
Course locations. For the purposes of this MOU, Course related projects or improvements 
include, but are not limited to the following: 

 
a. Maintenance, repair, replacement, or enhancement of Course features, tee pads, 

baskets, signage; 
b. Construction, maintenance, repair, or improvements to Course trails; 
c. Vegetation management, erosion control or safety improvements at the Courses; or 
d. Other capital or operational improvements that support the function, safety, or 

quality of the Courses. 
 

6. The City agrees to maintain all Course facilities at mutually agreed standards during Hyzers 
planned activities, as well as monitor course conditions and address concerns in a timely 
manner, so as to facilitate an optimal play environment, provided funding is available and 
allocated for such purposes. The Hyzers may assist with maintenance of the Courses through 
volunteer efforts only when such activities have been reviewed and approved in advance by 
the City, provided that prior to engaging in maintenance or related activities volunteers shall 
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complete and sign volunteer forms supplied by the City. 

 
7. The Hyzers agree to provide a quarterly report to the City for each calendar quarter. Each 

quarterly report shall be submitted no later than the fifteenth (15th) day of the month follow 
the end of the applicable quarter (April 15, July 15, October 15, and January 15), and shall 
include the following: 

 
a. Estimate of total rounds played each quarter at each course; 
b. Brief description and attendance numbers of club-organized activities held each 

quarter at each course (events, tournaments, leagues, clinics, etc.); 
c. Summary of all Remittable Funds (as defined in Section 4) collected during the 

reporting period; 
d. The current balance of all Remittable Funds held by the Hyzers; 
e. All expenditures made for course maintenance, operations, programming, supplies, or 

improvements; 
f. A separate summary of non-remittable revenue, including merchandise sales, 

sponsorships, donations, and other club revenue, reported for informational purposes 
only; and 

g. Any additional information reasonably requested by the City. 
 

The City reserves the right to review supporting documentation sufficient to verify the 
information provided in a quarterly report upon reasonable request. 
 

8. The Hyzers agree to provide an annual report to the City for each calendar year, 
summarizing and reconciling all quarterly reports for that year no later than January 15 , and 
shall include the following: 

 
a. A summary of all Remittable Funds (as defined in Section 4) collected during the 

preceding calendar year; 
b. The total amount of Remittable Funds remitted to the City during the preceding 

calendar year; 
c. The year-end balance of all Remittable Funds held by the Hyzers, if any; 
d. A summary of expenditures made for course maintenance, operations, programming, 

supplies, or improvements; 
e. A separate summary of non-remittable revenue, including merchandise sales, 

sponsorships, donations, and other club revenue, reported for informational purposes 
only; and 

f. Any additional information reasonably requested by the City. 
 

The City reserves the right to review supporting documentation sufficient to verify the 
information provided in the annual report upon reasonable request. 

 
9. The City agrees to allow Hyzers to promote the Courses in marketing and advertising of 

Hyzers planned activities. However, Hyzers must seek pre-approval from the City to display 
temporary signage on grounds of the Courses, and sign uses and contents must not conflict 
with other City rules and regulations. 

 
10. Terms of this MOU are governed by the laws of the state of Texas. Benbrook Ranch Park 

and Disc Golf Course and Devine Lake Park are both located in Williamson County, Texas. 
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This document constitutes the entire agreement between the parties.

14. Any disputes arising out of or relating to this MOU shall be brought and resolved

AGENDA SUBJECT: 
Discuss and consider action on an Ordinance amending Ordinance No. 25-061-00 adopting the annual budget for 
Fiscal Year 2026 in the amount of $405,646 being funded through CO Bond Series 2024-B fund balance for 
roadway resurfacing improvements to the Bagdad Terminus Station project (CIP W.74). 
   
BACKGROUND: 
An allocation of $405,646 is requested to resurface the northbound and southbound outer lanes of Bagdad Road, 
from Crystal Falls Parkway to Kettering Drive, in order to restore pavement integrity and enhance ride quality. 
 
The Bagdad Terminus Pump Station (CIP W.74) project work consists of the removal and replacement of the 
existing Terminus Pump Station building and existing pumps, removal and replacement of the existing 750,000-
gallon steel ground storage tank and replacing it with a 1.5 million gallon (MG) concrete ground storage tank, the 
addition of a new 24" water transmission waterline on Bagdad Road from the Terminus Pump Station to Crystal 
Falls Parkway, connecting to an existing 18" water line at Crystal Falls Parkway, the replacement of existing 12"-
18” water lines with a new 16" waterline, and connecting distribution lines ranging in size from approximately 
3”-12” to tie back into the Crystal Falls storage tanks. 
 
As part of this work, the project also included resurfacing the middle lane of Bagdad Road and restoring 
pavement where lateral cuts were made for installation of the new transmission line and associated connections. 
However, the number of trench cuts required for the utility improvements has negatively affected ride quality 
within the project limits, making resurfacing of the outer lanes necessary as well. To implement a cost-effective 
solution, staff incorporated the resurfacing of these outer lanes in the work scope for the Public Works annual 
road rehabilitation program.

BACKGROUND: 
The City of Leander Information Technology Department continuously seeks out mutually beneficial partnerships 
with other government entities for the purpose of pooling resources to accomplish goals while minimizing costs 
to taxpayers. Leander ISD and the City of Leander have established several agreements over the years, including 
sharing of network and telecommunications infrastructure resources. This agreement seeks to expand existing 
agreements between Leander ISD and the city to include mutual sharing of underground conduit infrastructure in 
multiple locations where it makes logistical sense and improves services to the citizens of the city. Such sharing 
reduces the burden on taxpayers of both entities and minimizes the amount of digging and trenching required in 
the right of way and the resulting risk of impact to existing utilities. This agreement establishes a framework for 
conduit sharing moving forward and establishes the first conduit sharing arrangement under the agreement, which 
will enable Leander ISD to provide network resources to the Early Childhood Learning Center located at 800 W. 
San Gabriel Parkway that is anticipated to open later this year.

Discuss and consider action on a Resolution finding public convenience and necessity and authorizing eminent 
domain proceedings, if necessary, for the acquisition in fee simple of 1.958 acres (as described in Exhibit "A" to 
the Resolution) from certain real property owned by Deborah J. Ebner for the public use and purpose of 
construction of public roadway and drainage improvements for the San Gabriel Parkway Phase 3 Roadway 
Extension and Improvement Project (CIP T.46). 
   
BACKGROUND: 
The City is engaging in efforts to acquire permanent easements for the construction of public roadway and 
drainage improvements for the San Gabriel Parkway Phase 3 Roadway Extension and Improvement Project. The 
deadline for responding to the City’s final offer to purchase the easement has expired without the parties reaching 
an agreement. Therefore, the next step is for the City Council to authorize condemnation of the land. 
 
Construction cost estimates for the San Gabriel Parkway — Phase 3 project is $15,933,047. Funding for this 
project has been allocated from 2016 and 2025 bond proceeds. In 2016, $17 million in bonds were sold and 
$913,047 of those proceeds has been allocated to this project for design services. In 2025, $132 million in bonds 
were sold and $15,020,000 is proposed for the construction.  
 
This subject tract is generally located at the southwest corner of San Gabriel Parkway and County Road 270. It is 
one of seven parcels required for the road right-of-way. Thus far, one other right-of-way parcel has been 
acquired, one right-of-way parcel is being dedicated, and the remaining four parcels are in various stages of 
acquisition. 
  
The Resolution must be approved using specific motion language, stated below, and a roll call vote must be 
taken. 
 

Required Motion Language (Roll Call Vote Needed):"I move that the City of Leander authorize the use of the 
power of eminent domain to acquire 1.958 acres of land in fee simple from property owned by Deborah J. Ebner 
as described in Agenda Item 21 for the public use of constructing public roadway and drainage improvements for 
the San Gabriel Parkway Phase 3 roadway improvement project."
